2. Minutes

6. Presentation on the preparation of a neighbourhood plan GTC
GTC has received information, from Planning Aid, which indicates that the amount of work and cost involved in preparing a Neighbourhood Plan is significant. It is difficult for Councillors to make an informed decision as to whether it is in the Council's and residents best interest to prepare a Neighbourhood Plan without fully understanding the process and the advantages and disadvantages of preparing one.
At a recent GTC meeting, it was resolved that the Town Council engage the services of ‘Planning Aid England’ at a cost of circa £500 to provide a presentation on the preparation of Neighbourhood Plans.   This was discussed and it was resolved that the Parish Council of Barnacre-with-Bonds doubted the benefit to this Parish but would be interested in attending.  It would also be willing to contribute £25 towards the cost of the presentation.

8. LCC revocation and intro of restricted road status, 20, 30, 40mph speed limits
Details sent were discussed.  It was resolved that as there were no roads directly effected within the Barncare-with-Bonds Parish, this item be noted as received with no comments.
9. Calder Vale Children’s Festival
A letter from the secretary of the Festival committee was read out, requesting a donation.  It was resolved that a donation would be made of £100.
10. Insurance quotes 2016/17

Current insurer AON.  Renewal quote £418.69, with a reduction to £399.16 if entered into a long term agreement.  Competitive quote from Zurich of £321.92 and a reduction to £317.38 if entered into a 3 year agreement.  Both quotes cover was very similar, no major differences to justify the extra spend to remain with current insurer.  It was resolved to take out insurance with Zurich and enter into the 3 year agreement for the reduced price of £317.38.
11. Auto enrolment pensions

This was discussed and options discussed as advised ny Autela Payroll Services.  It was resolved that the scheme the Parish Council would opt into would be NEST.

12. Parish Nurse Scheme
An email from Anton and Sue Muller who are looking at introducing a parish nurse scheme with a group of churches including Scorton, Calder Vale and Barnacre, with the local Methodist Circuit and Catholic Churches.  They were looking for help with purchasing Blood Pressure Monitors for use in community at a cost of £150 each.  This was discussed.  It was resolved that the Clerk respond stating the Parish Council supported this, would donate £150 for a blood pressure monitor and wished them every success in their endeavours.
